


On Your Toes is a performing arts school based in Basingstoke at the Active
Life Centre, with classes running after school and at weekends.

At On Your Toes we never forget that although good dance technique is
important, enjoying yourself, making friends and having fun are all equally
high on our list of priorities. We never reject those who are not born dancers,
or those who just want to have fun, socialise with others and enjoy the
pleasure of taking part in dance and singing classes, shows, events and
competitions. We try to avoid any kind of 'dance snobbery' and therefore
include a very wide range of dancers from all walks of life, we think that
everyone should be able to enjoy dance!

We offer classes in ISTD Ballet, Tap, Modern and Jazz, Hip Hop, Street Funk,

Contemporary and Musical Performance and Adult Musical Performance
plus specialist Pointe technique classes, with new styles and classes being
added all the time. We hold regular examination sessions in ISTD Ballet,
Tap, Modern and Jazz.

Our pupils range from the two year olds in the Nursery Ballet classes, through
to our senior students studying for their vocational qualifications, all the way
up to the specialist adult only sessions. Something to suit everyone!

All of our classes are held at the Active Life Centre on Stephenson Road,
Basingstoke in purpose built dance studios with sprung floors, mirrors, barres
and air conditioning.

We hold a full school show biannually with all pupils invited to take part.
February 2011 saw 3 performances of 'Circus' at the Haymarket Theatre,
Basingstoke, showcasing the pupils of On Your Toes plus our special guests
Clique.

We also have a Summer Showcase annually which features work covered
in class over the previous year and the finalists of the annual Choreography
Competition. Additional events throughout the school year, include an annual
Summer School, themed workshops, days out, choreography competitions
and trips to see professional shows to name a few.




ISTD Ballet

This classical style of expressive movement has something to offer everyone.
Ballet has a technique which is the foundation of all dance.

We offer Ballet classes from age 2 to adult. On achievement of the standard
you will be able to take your ISTD Ballet graded and vocational examinations.
Examined from Primary to Advanced 2.

ISTD Tap

Tap is rhythm and rhythm is tap, as popular today as it was in the heyday of
the great Fred Astaire. The dancer uses their feet to strike the floor, beating
out different rhythms, with dancers wearing tap shoes which have small metal
plates on the toe and heel to give the distinctive sound. Tap dance is a
theatrical art form often seen on stage in musicals.

We offer Tap classes from age 3 to adult, with specialist adult only classes.
On achievement of the standard you will be able to take your ISTD Tap
graded and vocational examinations. Examined from Primary to Advanced
2.

ISTD Modern

Modern dance is a rhythmic dance style which originated in America before
travelling to the rest of the world. It is often seen on the stages of musical
productions and is known for its theatrical qualities. The style uses travelling
steps, high kicks, leaps and turns which all need strength and flexibility. This
is a highly energetic dance style. You will explore varying rhythms and
musical styles, the contrast between expansion and relaxation and learn to
isolate in a slick stylish style. Modern is great for core strength and flexibility.
We offer Modern classes from age 4 to adult. On achievement of the standard
you will be able to take your ISTD Modern graded and vocational examinations.
Examined from Primary to Advanced 2.

ISTD Jazz

Ever wanted to dance like your favourite popstar? Then Jazz is for you.
Jazz works on the techniques involved to make your moves as slick and
strong as possible, then adds the moves together to create great routines.
We offer Jazz classes from age 7 to 18. On achievement of the standard
you will be able to take your ISTD Jazz medal examinations. Examined from
Bronze to Gold.
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Musical Performance

A fusion of singing and dancing styles, Musical Performance takes you to
inspirational heights. During our classes we work on techniques to improve
how you sing as well as how you sound, adding movement to create song
and dance routines. We use many different styles of music to expand your
repertoire! Whether you want to be the next big thing in the charts or just
love singing, dancing and being on the stage, Musical Performance is the
one for you.

We offer Musical Performance classes from age 4 to adult, with specialist
adult only classes.

Hip Hop

Fast paced and challenging, we encourage our students to use their bodies
to develop many different stylish techniques. Whether we are creating new
routines each week or building on previous work, all of our classes are high
in energy and higher in enjoyment. We use current Hip Hop and RnB tracks
keeping you up to date with what is hot in the industry.
